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Most of us here in the Northwest will know Liverpool to some degree, but perhaps we might not 

have had the opportunity to appreciate all the wonderful buildings that are in the city. This 

month’s lecturer promises to take us around Liverpool to look at these. What other city can 

match the glories of the Royal Albert Dock, two cathedrals, St George’s Hall and the Three 

Graces on the waterfront, including the Royal Liver Building. Inland there are monumental 

Egyptian ventilation shafts, banking palaces and down by the Mersey, the modern landmark 

Museum of Liverpool.
